The Happening Experience: 

An Instrument of Renewal 

The Happening Experience is a powerful 

weekend of renewal for young people in the 

Episcopal Church.  Participants explore deeply 

what it means to believe in Jesus and to be 

members of the Body of Christ.  Through large 

and small group discussions, meaningful expe-

riences of worship and prayer, new friendships 

and laughter, participants learn about the rich 

connection between faith and the challenges of 

daily life. 

Happening Staff are led by a ñRectorò (usually 

a high school senior), and includes teenagers 

and adults who serve as gophers, cooks, small 

group leaders, and advisors.  Two priests serve 
as spiritual directors for the weekend  Happen-

ers and staff are fed and housed at a host parish 

in the diocese. 

 

Who may attend? 

Happening is for young people in 10th, 11th, and 

12th grades, and there is one small group for 
adult participants.  Happening is open to all 

denominations.  Bring a friend or family mem-

ber! 

 

Format 

Happeners should arrive at 7:00 pm SHARP on 

Friday ï we cannot begin until everyone is 

there.  Please eat supper before you arrive. 

After the introductions, rules, and a few games, 

the weekend theme develops with the Rectorôs 
opening address.  The changing nature of our 

world and society is compared with the perma-

nent nature of Godôs reality.  You will meet 

some wonderful friends who are looking for 

answers to the same questions you face in eve-

ryday life. 

Closing 

Happening concludes with a festive closing 

Eucharist at 3:30 pm on Sunday afternoon at 

the host parish.  Parents, family, friends, former 

Happeners, and parishioners are encouraged to 

attend this incredible service of celebration and 

hear Happeners and staff share their expe-

riences of the weekend. 

 

What to Bring  

Sleeping bag, pillow, towel and toiletries, sea-

sonable clothing that can be layered.
